Zaman akar, mekanlar yikilir, yok olur ve
yeniden insa edilir. Zihinlerde ona ait hatiralar
canlihigim korur ve hafizanin sembolii olarak
zemin gecmisin izlerini tasimaya devam eder.

Rabia Seyhan “Zaman Akar, Zemin Durur”
adli sergisinde mekan olgusunu insa, yikim ve
hafiza kavramlar1 {izerinden sorgulamaktadir.
Mekan, yalnizca fiziksel bir varlik degil, ayni
zamanda insanin varolussal siiregleriyle sekillenen
ve duygusal, toplumsal, tarihi katmanlariyla
hafizanin temsilidir. Insa edilen her yap:
zamana direnemez, dogal olarak degisime ugrar.
Bu sadece fiziksel bir yipranma nedeniyle degil,
savaglar, dogal afetler, niifus hareketleri, go¢, kent
politikalar1 ya da kentsel doniisiim gibi siireglerin
etkisiyle de olabilir. Cesitli nedenlerle yikilan bir
mekanin hafizasi, fiziksel varligi ortadan kalksa
bile i¢inde yasamis olanlarin ya da g¢evresindeki
insanlarin  zihinlerinde yasamaya devam eder.
Mekanin yitimi onunla kurulan anlamli baglar
varsa, tipki bir yakinin kaybinin yarattigi bosluk
duygusuna benzer bir duygu yaratir. Yasamin belli
donemlerine tanikligin sembolii olarak mekanlarin
kayb1 bazen bir direng, 6tke ya da koruma hissi
uyandirabilir veya tam tersi hafizayr silmek i¢in
ozellikle arzu edilebilir.

Rabia Seyhan bu sergisinde izleyiciye, doniisen
mekanin hafiza iizerindeki etkilerini diisiindiirmeyi
amaclamaktadir. Belleginde yer tutan yapilari,
tuval yiizeyinde yeniden insa ederek hatirlama,
yikim ve yeniden inga siireclerinin dongiisel
olarak birbirini takip etmesini izler. Sabit kalan
bir zemin iizerinde degisen zamanin, mimarinin
ve yasam bicimlerinin doniisimiinii mekan
perspektifinden ele alir.

TIME FLOWS | THE GROUND REMAINS STILL

Time flows, spaces collapse, disappear, and are
rebuilt.Yet,memoriesassociatedwiththemremain
vivid in our minds, and the ground continues to
carry the traces of the past as asymbol of memory.

In Rabia Seyhan’s exhibition “Time Flows, The
Ground Remains Still” she explores the concept of
spacethroughthenotionsofconstruction,destruction,
and memory. A place is not merely a physical entity;
it is also a representation of memory, shaped by
human existential processes and layered with
emotional, social, and historical significance.
Every constructed structure inevitably succumbs
to time, undergoing natural transformations. This
change is not solely due to physical deterioration
but can also result from wars, natural disasters,
population movements, migration, urban policies,
or processes like urban transformation. Even when
a place is physically destroyed for various reasons,
its memory persists in the minds of those who
lived in that place or in the minds of the people
around it. If a meaningful bond has been formed
with a place, its loss can evoke emotions similar
to the emptiness felt after losing a loved one. The
disappearance of places that bear witness to certain
periods of life can sometimes spark resistance,
anger, or a desire to preserve, while in other cases,
it may be a deliberate effort to erase memory.

Inthisexhibition, Rabia Seyhaninvites the audience
to contemplate the impact of transforming spaces
on memory. By reconstructing buildings embedded
in her memory onto the canvas, she observes the
cyclical nature of remembering, destruction, and
reconstruction. From the perspective of a place, she
examines the transformation of time, architecture,
and ways of living upon an unchanging ground.
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
